CORE TRUTH: 
 
 

As a follower of Jesus, you are: 
• transformed into a NEW person 
• because you were born into sin 
• by the POWER of the Holy Spirit 
• for a new PURPOSE 
• to be a new PEOPLE, the Church, 
• with a NEW heart! 
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ENTRY POINT:   “Good” soil is fertile soil.  It is capable of supporting 
and developing; able to mature.  It is rich in the material necessary to 
maintain growth.  It is highly and continuously productive.           
Read Matthew 13:1-23.  How prepared is your heart for the harvest? 
 
 
What were the rocks and thorns that needed to be cleared before your 
heart could sustain your new life in Christ?  Before the roots of your 
faith could go deep? 
 
 
How have you prepared your heart to receive God’s word?  What do 
you do to maintain and nourish it? 
 
 
Twice in today’s reading, Matthew refers to harvest from the good soil 
being thirty, sixty, even 100 times what was planted (verses 8 and 23), 
saying “The good soil represents the hearts of those who truly accept 
God’s message and produce a huge harvest…”   Based on the condition 
of your heart’s soil, what kind of harvest can you hope for? 
 
 
The ReNEWed heart receives and responds to God’s Word.  It desires to 
grow toward the Light, to be nourished by God’s loving care, and to 
help others grow also.   What can you do today with the harvest you 
have been given?
